Supply List:

· Interactive Notebook: You will be provided with a composition book.  This will hold all of our graphic organizers, notes and corrected problems completed in class.  You should have a folder to keep any worksheets, homework and loose paper.  
· Calculators:  TI-84; This calculator is permitted on the EOC and will get you through all high school math courses.
